-I Situation The urban public space system of San Niooilds is ch_arocterise_d by an

adequate street connectivity and number of intersections, allowing for a
CIhGlYSiS walkable environment. However, the streets lack liveability and universal

accessibility. Although there is adequate coverage of open public spaces,
the current surface area per inhabitant is insufficient since it amounts
to 6.49 square meters per inhabitant. There is also a gap in the coverage
of public facilities in the municipality, which can be addressed by
transforming existing and identified potential public spaces. The latter,
consisting of different types of urban voids, have the potential to
transform the public space system of San Nicolas quantitatively and
qualitatively.

The following is an illustration of
the possible application of the
tools in each of the 11 typologies of
public and potentially public
spaces in San Nicolds.

The proposals for spatial solutions
are not intended as restrictive
guidelines for intervening the parks
and squares of San Nicolds, but as
a menu of possibilities available to
anyone interested in qualitatively
improving the city's public spaces.
In other words, the toolbox aims to
inspire and show a range of
alternatives  for  transforming
public spaces tailored to the
aspirations and needs of the
people of San Nicolds.

San Nicolds Plant Palette

To improve the green areas, a plant palette has been integrated into the different typologies of public
spaces: Open Public Space (OPS), Street System (SS) and Public Facilities (PF).

The proposed species belong to four categories: tree, shrub, ground cover, pollinator, and
aromatic. Some of them are shown below.
